2. All limited -English-proficient studentswill become proficient in English and reach
high academic standards, at a minimum attaining proficiency or better in
reading/language arts and mathematics.

3. By 20052006, all students will be taught by highly qualified teachers.

4. All students will be educded in learning environments that are safe, drugfree, and
conducive to learning.

5. All students will graduate from high school.

specified by the U.S. DepartmesftEducation (UBE). Performance targetdevdoped for
each indicator, wre adopted by the SBE May 2003.

Descriptions of the Consolidated Application, the Local Education Agency Plan,
and theCategorical Program Monitoring

In order to meet legislative gairements for specific state and federal programs and funding,

California currently employs four major processes: the Consolidated State Application, the Local
Educatiomal Agency Plan, the schotdvel Single Plarior Student Achievement, ar@htegorical

Program Monitoring California is movingtoward more closely coordinating and

streamlining these processes to eliminate redundancies and make them less labor intensive

for LEAOGs, while continuing to fulfiawl al/l re

Below is a brief description of the ways in which these various processes currently are used in
California.

The Consolidated Application (ConApp)

The Consolidated Application is tfiscal mechanism used by the California Department

of Education® distribute categorical funds from various state and federal programs to
county offices, school districts, and charter schools throughout California. Annually, in
June, each LEA submits Part | of the Consolidated Application to document participation
in these programs and provide assurances that the district will comply with the legal
requirements of each program. Program entitlements are determined by formulas
contained in the laws that created the programs.

Part Il of the Consolidated Application igsnitted in the fall of each year; it contains
the district entitlements for each funded program. Out of each state and federal program



entitlement, districts allocate funds for indirect costs of administration, for programs
operated by the district ofg and for programs operated at schools.

The Single Plan for Student Achievement (School Plan)
State law requires that schdelel plans for programs funded through the Consolidated

to schools for inclusion in school plans. The content of the school plan includes school
goals, activities, and expenditures for improving the academic pefme of students to

the proficient level and above. The plan delineates the actions that are required for
program implementation and serves as the school's guide in evaluating progress toward
meeting the goals.

The Local Educatioml Agency Plan (LEA Pla)

The approval of a Local Educati@rAgency Plarby the local school board and State

Board of Educatioms a requirement for receiving federal funding subgrants for NCLB
programs. The LEA Plan includes specific descriptions and assurances as autiimed i
provisions included in NCLB. In essence, LEA Rlaescribe the actions that LEAvill

take to ensure that they meet cer@iogrammaticrequirements, includingtudent

academic servicagesigned to increase student achievement and performance
coadination of services, needs assessments, consultations, school choice, supplemental
services, services to homeless students, and others as required. In addition, LEA Plans
summarize assessment data, school goals and activities fr@mghe Plans for tBdent
Achievemeni evel oped by the LEAOGs school s.

Categorical Program Monitoring (CPM

State and federal law require CDE to monitor the implementation of categorical programs
operated by local educational agencies. This-$tatd oversight is accomighed in part

by conducting orsite reviews of eighteen such programs implementedda} &zhools

and districts. Categorical Program Monitorisgonducted for each district once every

four years by state staff and local administrators trained to rexnever more of these
programs. The purpose of the review is to verdynpliancewith requirements of each
categorical program, and to ensure that program funds are spent to increase student
achievement and performance.

Development Process for the LERlan

LEAs must develop a single, coordinated, and comprehensive Plan that describes the educational
services for all students that can be used to guide implementation of federal afuhsiede



programs, the allocation of resources, and reporting regeits. The development of such a

plan involves a continuous cycle of assessment, parent and community involvement, planning,
implementation, monitoring, and evaluation. The duration of thedPlanldbe five yearsThe

Plan should be periodically reviewadd updated as needed, but at least once each year.

In developing the Plan, the LEA will review its demographics, test results, performance, and
resources. Given that the majority of such information is readily available in the School
Accountability Reprt Card (SARC), the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR)
performance results, the Academic Performance Index (API) results, and other data sources, the
LEA will find the data easy to access via the Internet. (See Appendix B for links to each of the
web sites containing student and staff demographic information, SARC, STAR, and API data.)
The LEA is expected to gather and review its own information from these resources and

use it to inform the planning process.

The LEA Plan can serve as a summaryllogxdsting state and federal programs and establish a
focus for raising the academic performance of all student groups to achieve state academic
standards. In the context of this plan, improvements in instruction, professional development,
course offerigs, and counseling and prevention programs are means of achieving specific
academic and support services goals for all groups of students, including identified under
performing student groupg-ederal law requires that school site administrators, teachers

and parentsfrom the LEA (which includesdirect-funded charter schools) must be

consulted in the planning, developmentand revision of the LEA Plan

The LEA Plan can be completed using the following reconted steps for plan development.
Step One: Meaure the Effectiveness of Current Improvement Strategies

Analyze Student Performance

Conduct a comprehensive data analysis of student achievement, including multiple measures of
student performance. Identify all relevant assessments and apply thougalyska of current
educational practices to establish benchmarks aimed at raising academic performance for all
students, especially identified student groups.

Seekthe input ofteachers, administratorspuncils, committees, and community members (e.g.,
school site council; school health council; committees for Limited English Proficient, state
compensatory education, gifted and talented afilue, special educatiorfc.) The most

effective plans are those supported by the entire LEA community. The integration of existing
program plans, such as Immediate Intervention/Underperforming Schools Program, High
Priority Schools Grant Program, Alternative Education Progr&msus on Learning: Secondary
School Accreditation, and others does not eliminate any program requirements. The combined
process must include the requirements of every program involved

Step Five: Local Governing Board Approval

The LEA Plan must be approved by the local governing boardtprsarbmittal to CDE. Ensure
that all required signatures are affixed. All subsequent amendments should be approved by the
local governing board and kept on file with the original LEA Plan.

Step Six: Monitor Implementation

To verify achievement of pesfmance targets, monitor areas such as: a) assignment and training
of highly qualified staff; b) identification of participants; c) implementation of services; d)
provision of materials and equipment; e) initial and ongoing assessment of performange; and f
progress made toward establishing a safe learning environment.

The analysis of data (student, schaddle, support services, professional development) is part of

the ongoing program monitoring and evaluation. When resultsoass expected, it may be

helpful to consider the following: a) How are performance targets and activities based on student
performance and factual assessment of current educational practice? b) How educationally sound
is the plan to help reach the targets? c) How timely andtekécis the plan being

implemented? d) If the plan has not been implemented as written, what were the obstacles to
implementation?

Statewide Standards, Assessment and Accountability

The state of California uses a comprehensivewat@bility system to monitor the academic
achievement of all state public schools and districts, in their efforts to educate students toward
mastery of the content standards in English Language Arts, Mathematics, Science and History
Social ScienceLEA (Local Education Agency) is the term used in state reports on the progress
of school districts. This accountability system is found in state regulations established by the
Public Schools Accountability Act of 1999, as well as federal requirements, gstahls2001

with passage of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act.

Academic Performance Index (API)

The Academic Performance I ndex (APIl) is the

State Test Results Used in API Calculatios

For high schools in California, the API includes results of California Standards Tests (CSTs),
the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA) and the California High School Exit
Exam (CAHSEE). The CSTs, CAPA, and CAHSEE are aligned toathfged standards in

each core subject, which describe the knowledge and skills that students should master at each
grade level. The CAPA is a standalmssed test for students with significant cognitive

disabilities who are unable to take the CSTs, evéin agscommodations or modifications. Test

The APl is a numeric index or scale, ranging from 200 to 1000. In order to allow the state to

testing and the 2009 Growth includes 2009 test results. The 2008 Base is subtracted from the

API Growth Targets

State API growth targets are set for each school as a whole and for each nunsagiuéitant
subgroup in the school. For Galt High School, where the Base API was between 691 and 795,
the growth target for 2009 was a gain of five points.

Estrellita High School is regulated by Alternative Schools Accountability Model (ASAM) rules,
recaves an API score each year, but does not receive API targets.

Federal Accountability Requirements

Student achievement is reported each year to meet Federal No Child Left Behind requirements.
The focus of NCLB reping is on how well schools and districts (LEAS) are meeting common
standards of academic performance. The ultimate objective under NCLB is for 100 percent of
students to achieve proficiency in English Language arts and mathematics k2013

Federal Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)

NCLB requires that all schools and LEAs of the same type meet the same academic targets
throughout the state, regardless of their baseline levels of performdrmethe 200809

school year, AYP requirements held that hig schools must meet participation rate

requirements and demonstrate that 44.5% of students achieve proficiency in English

Language Arts and 43.5% of students achieve proficiency in MathematicdNumerically
significant subgroups must also meet participatete and percent proficient requirementbe
200809 AYP requirements reflect increases from the prior year AYP targets will continue

to increase until 2023014, when all schools and district must have 100 percent of their students
performing at thgroficient level or above on statewide tests.

Federal Program Improvement (PI)

Federal accountability results, reported in August, also include information about whether a
school or an LEA receivinfederal Title I, Part A, Basitunds has been identified for Program
Improvement (P1) beause it has not met AYP targets for two consecutive years within specific
areas.Schools and LEAs in Pl must implement additional federal requirements. A school or an
LEA is eligible to exit Pl if it makes AYP for two consecutive years. If a schoahdtEA is
identified for PI, it must provide certain types of required services and intervettisnglents

Federal Requirements for English Learners

The No Child Left Behind lawalso requires LEAs that receive funds under Title 11l to meet

targets or English learners. Those targets inclddenonstrating that English learner students
aremaking annual progress in learning English and demonstrating English language proficiency.
The test used in California to measure English proficiency is the @adifenglish Language
Development Test (CELDT). In addition to the AYP and PI reports, the Title 11l Accountability
Report is releaseglachSeptember and provides results of how well LEAs met the Title Il
accountability targets.

Assessment of NeedsWhile there are many bright spots in the performance of students across
the curriculum, in Algebra Il, Chemistry, and Physics, there are certain areas that need furthe
improvement. Because the CAHSEE Pass and Proficiency scores carry huge weights in the
calculation of the APl and AYP, it is critical that"l@rade students are able to demonstrate
mastery of the content standards on the CSTs in English LanguagedaAsgaebra 1. On the

English Language Arts CST for Grade 10, only 43% of students scored Proficient or Advanced.
And, while 1¢" graders are seen doing very well in more advanced Mathematics courses, there
were only 8% of the 167 Tyraders tested inlgebra | who were able to score at the Proficient

or Advanced levels. That translates to over 150dr@de students working below a Proficient

level in Algebra I. For 1. graders taking the Algebra | CST, results show that only 6% of the

132 studentsested were able to score at the Proficient or Advanced levels. In fact, 83% of these
11" graders scored Below Basic or Far Below Basic. Clearly, this is an area of need, particularly
if these same figraders have not passed the California High ScBritIExam.

Improvement Through Performance Level Weighting Factors and Progressive Weighting.

To encourage schools to provide additional support to low=performing students, a performance
level weighting system was devised by the State. Schools receateulation of more points

for moving students from lover levels of performance to the next levels up. The following
progressive weighting calculations are used to increase API:

Schools that move students from Far Below Basic (score of 200) to Bekiw (Beore of 500),

are given a 300 point boost on the API calculation.

Schools that move students from Below Basic (score of 500) to Basic (score of 700), are given a
200 point boost on the API calculation.

Schools that move students from Basic (sc®r®0) to Proficient (score of 875) are given a

boost of 175 points on the API calculation.

And, schools that move students from Proficient (score of 875) to Advanced (score of 1000), are
given a 125 point boost.

So, schools that focus on improving studeerformance at the lower levels, and moving
performance up at least one level, can see real improvements in the API.

1 status, based on failure to meet AYP criteria for two consecutive years.

Needs Assessmenttn order to meet federal AYP criteria, there needs to be an improvement in
performancen the California High School Exit Exam fori@raders in English Language Arts.
Because the criteria require students to exceed the passing score (350) and meet or exceed the
Proficiency score of 380, students will need to gear up for this exam.abjoecis needs to take
place on numerically significant subgroups, including English Learners, Hispanic/Latino and
Socioeconomically Disadvantaged students. At Estrellita High School, results from the
CAHSEE were not a factor in its Program Improvemeattust Declining APl was the single

factor which resulted in their Program Improvement status. At Estrellita, improvement can be
made by moving students from, level to level on the California Standards tests. Point Gain for
Movement, using ProgressiVéeighting, can result in gains to the API by focusing on moving
lower performing students to higher levels.

Title Il Accountability Report

English Learner students are monitored for English Language acquisition and academic progress
through the Title l Accountability Report. There are three Annual Measurable Achievement
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Objectives (AMAOQOSs) that comprise this measurement of progress. In the Galt High School
District, 276 English Learners took the CELDT test, with 48 students at Estrellita High School
and 228 at Galt High School. 100% of these students had matched scores from the prior year.

AMAO | 8 Percent of Students Making Annual Progress Learning English

AMAQO I is the target of meeting Annual Progress in Learning English, based on matched scores
for students taking the California English Language development Test (CELDT). The target of
51.6% was set, whicBJUHSD exceededvith 60.1 students meeting the target. That was 166

of 276 CELDT test takersAMAO 1 Target Met.

AMAO 2 -Percent of Students Ataining English Proficiency on the CELDT

Of 165 students in the Cohort, 60 attained the Proficient Level in English on the CELDT. The
target, which was 30.6%, was exceeded by GJUHSD, which demonstrated a 36.4% English
Proficiency gain for this cohortAMA O 2 Target Met.

AMAO 308 Adequate Yearly Progress for English Learner Subgroup

Meeting AYP for the English Learner subgroup is the same criteria as meeting AYP for federal
Adequate Yearly Progress for all students. The CAHSEE English and Mathematicsaexams

used to establish Participation Rate and Percent Proficient. Participation Rates were met in both
English and Mathematics. Percent Proficient was established for English Learners in
Mathematics, 43.7% scoring Proficient. In English Language Angewer, only 33.7% of

English Learners scored Proficient, which was less than the required 44.5%ARg61.3

In 2006, voters assed a Bond measure to build a new comprehensive high&dtibetty
Rancl® to relieve severe overcrowding at Galt High School, which had led to safety issues in
the past. The new higithool opened this 206810 school year.

A new continuation high school facility was built in 2007 for Estrellita High School, with
emphasis on safety and security, and facilities that are more inviting to students.

In 2008, voters passed MeasureoRptovide law enforcement with more resources to combat
gang activity.

The Galt City Council has establesia Youth Committee to provide city council with input on
creating meaningful activities for youth.

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according to a City of Galt research report in November 2000. Many parents
also commute to work in Sacramento or Stocktdowever, the downturn in

the eonomy has seen unemployment rise to 13% in Sacramento County in
spring 2010.

A large segment of the community is involved in agriculture and field work,
and nearly 200 students in the district qualify for Migrant Education services.
Some276student areédentified as English Learners, of which 98% are Spanish
speakers who are first or second generation immigrants from Mexico. An
increase in students qualifying for Free and Reduced Lunch status has taken
place this year, witli03 students at Galt High, 25tudents at Liberty Ranch
and 115 students at Estrellita now identified as Economically Disadvantaged.
